Dr. Travis Williams co-authors two-volume commentary on 1 Peter

We congratulate Dr. Travis Williams, professor of religion, on the recent publication of a two volume
commentary on 1 Peter that he co-wrote with his former doctoral supervisor, Prof. David Horrell.

Dr. Williams said Prof. Horrell asked him to join him on the project because of its massive size and Prof.
Horrell’s additional writing commitments. The two volumes cover nearly 1,700 pages. This project was
right up Dr. Williams’ alley because of his academic studies and research.

“Not only had | written my doctoral dissertation on 1 Peter, which was later published, but | was also
just finishing up a second book on the letter, along with a number of published journal articles and
essays,” Dr. Williams said. “And since our perspectives on 1 Peter were closely aligned, it made for a
natural collaboration.”



Dr. Williams said he and Prof. Horrell have written the largest commentary ever on 1 Peter to his
knowledge.

The two volumes are part of The International Critical Commentary, a series of commentaries written on
each book of the Bible and published by Bloomsbury T&T Clark. Dr. Williams said the ICC is one of the
oldest and most prestigious commentary series in the field of biblical studies. Its history extends more
than 100 years. He said invitations to contribute to the series are based on expertise in a given area and
that publication of a commentary in the ICC series is normally considered a career-defining event.

The volumes became available for purchase in Europe on Feb. 23, but will not be available in the United
States until April 6.

Reminder about graduation policy change



Beginning with the May 6 graduation, students who have not yet completed all requirements of their
degree but have no more than six hours of coursework remaining will be able to participate in the
commencement ceremony.

If students will be within six credits hours of completing their degree requirements at the end of this
semester, these are the steps to apply to participate in the May commencement ceremony:

1. If they have not already done so, they need to complete the Application for Graduation form
right away.

2. Finalize an advisor-approved plan to complete remaining coursework and submit the
completed Early Commencement Participation Request form to the Registrar’s Office

3. Pay off the student account balance in full at least two weeks prior to commencement.

Important note: Although students may be approved to participate in the commencement ceremony
early, their degree will not be conferred until the next graduation date following completion of their
coursework.

Also, please be aware Tusculum will no longer be holding commencement ceremonies in August. Those
who will finish their programs in August will participate in either the May or December graduation
event.

Deadline two weeks away for the Israel trip!



The deadline to join Dr. Hummel as he leads a trip to Israel from June 22-July 2 is less than a month
away. Participants need to register by Wednesday, March 15. You can learn more and register for the
Israel trip here.

Those who go can earn three credit hours if they want to satisfy general education or religion course
requirements. The cost for the Israel tour is $5,399 for those who stay in a double-occupancy room and
S$5,299 for those who utilize a triple-occupancy room. The price includes round trip airfare from
Charlotte, N.C., hotel, breakfast and dinner, motorcoaches, guided sightseeing and entrance fees.
Students who take the trip will receive a scholarship of at least $1,000.

In addition, students and staff can participate from July 2-20 in excavation work at Tel-Lachish, home of
the ruins of the ancient Canaanite and Judean cities of Lachish. Students can earn three credit hours
from the Hebrew University in Jerusalem, which can transfer to Tusculum. The costs for the excavation
are $1,650 for room and board and $480 for the three hours of credit. Those who go only for the
excavation will have to pay for airfare on top of that.

Monday, March 27 — graduate students, veterans, adult and online studies students and honors
students

Tuesday, March 28 — seniors

Wednesday, March 29 —juniors

Thursday, March 30 — sophomores

Friday, March 31 — first-year students

It is important for students to remember:

They must meet with their advisor before they can choose their courses.

They will not be able to register for courses if they have a business office hold on their student
account.

They will not be able to participate in the housing lottery if they do not register for courses to be
held in the fall.

Native Peruvian archaeologist presenting at Tusculum in March

Dr. Bebel Ibarra, who now lives in Greeneville, will discuss his recent work on pre-Columbian Andean
societies. The title of his presentation is “Bioarchaeology and the Cult of the Dead in the Peruvian
Andes.”

Dr. Ibarra specializes in Andean archaeology and holds a doctorate in anthropology from Tulane
University in New Orleans. Dr. Bebel teaches anthropology at Walters State Community College.



His research is focused on bioarchaeology and the study of ancestor veneration and the cult of the dead
within the region. He has been leading the annual Huari—Ancash Bioarchaeological research project in
Peru since 2004.
